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Abstract

[bookmark: _GoBack]The abstract should appear, about 0.5 inches (12 mm) below the title area and no more than 3.125 inches (80 mm) in length.  Leave a 0.5 inch (12 mm) space between the end of the abstract and the beginning of the reference.The abstract should be limited to one page. If a second page is used, it should contain only reference details. All scripts must be in English. All material must be kept within a print area of 7 inches (178 mm) wide by 9 inches (229 mm) high. Do not write anything outside the print area. The top margin must be 1 inch (25 mm), except for the title page, and the left margin must be 0.75 inches (19 mm). All text must be in a two-column format. Columns are to be 3.39 inches (86 mm) wide, with a 0.24 inch (6 mm) space between them. The text must be fully justified. The paper title (on the first page) should begin 1.38 inches (35 mm) from the top edge of the page, centered, completely capitalized, and in Times New Roman 14px, boldface type. The authors’ name(s) and affiliation(s) appear below the title in capital and lower-case letters in 11px font size. Abstracts with multiple authors and affiliations should mention those in columns with a limit of a maximum of three columns. If the number of authors exceeds three, you may need two or more lines.We thoroughly advise you to use Times New Roman font and 10px font size for the text in the abstract. The first line of the abstract paragraph should be indented. Major headings, for example, “abstract”, should appear in all capital letters in 11px font size, boldface if possible, centered in the column, with one blank line before, and one blank line after. Write your properly formatted text on an 8.5 x 11-inch paper. A4 paper is also acceptable. Citations are allowed in the abstract. The references can be numbered in alphabetic order or  order of appearance in the document. When referring to them in the text, type the corresponding reference number in square brackets as shown at the end of this sentence [1].
